HIXSON, TENNESSEE (HAMILTON COUNTY)

Before the Commission is a request for a new retail package store to be located at 5035 Hixson Pike, Suite 1, in Hixson, Tennessee.   Ms. Brown intends to initially invest approximately $131,000 in the business; financing is based upon a SBA loan with Cornerstone Community Bank.  Village Wine and Spirits is renting the premises from LBC Associates for $2617/month with a five year term.  All documentation has been submitted with the exception of the following:
